Additions to Agenda

There were no additions to the agenda.
Minutes

Minutes from the August 17, 2004, meeting were reviewed.  Dave Bartz moved and David Patten seconded the motion to approve the minutes.  All in favor; motion carried.
Town Hall Park

· For the October meeting David Patten will obtain at least 2 bids on playground equipment and other accessories for the park.  

· A member of the audience noted that a product called Rubberiffic, made from old, shredded tires, makes an excellent playground surface material.  

· Dave Patten will tell Rick Johnson he can go ahead with grading as his schedule permits.

· Sue Hix agreed to check the status of the horseshoe pits and volleyball court being planned by the Eagle Scout candidates.  [Note:  This work was to be done the weekend of October 9 and 10.]

Sandy Lake Public Accesses

· Sue Hix reported on her conversation with Jason Ostendorf, lake association president.  They are ready to go with workers and equipment to complete work on the north access as soon as all permits are received.  

· The committee discovered permit information in our packet of materials; apparently an approval from the county was received early in September and required only the signature of someone from Jon Bogart’s office to become final.  

· Sue Hix will contact Jason about this development and encourage him to verify that all paperwork has been submitted and then to do the work.
Proposed Cantlin Lake Park
· Thirteen Cantlin Lake residents attended to express their concern about keeping their lake “private” with no public access.
· One person said a park without public lake access might be OK and that a fishing pier could also be OK.  Others did not seem to want any park at all and said they would prefer homes being built on the property to having a park put there.

· The committee told the group that if the township were to make an offer and consider a purchase, all residents would be contacted.  We would want to work with them to create a park they could live with.

· We reiterated that the current property owner had contacted the township about the possibility of the township acquiring his land for a park.  Further, we stated that our committee must respect their concerns but also represent the entire township and its needs.

· The committee agreed that the Town Board should write an offer letter to Bernie Kriesel and offer the appraised price per acre for his land.  We would ask to have a written response from him within 30 days of the delivery of the offer letter.

Reports from Other Meetings

There were no reports from other meetings.
Other Business

Someone noted a washout on the Deer Trails paved trail at the NW quadrant of the CR 9 and US 169 intersection.  Apparently this area needs to be maintained by the state rather than the township.
Adjournment
