
BALDWIN TOWNSHIP 

PARK COMMITTEE MEETING

June 15, 2004
The Baldwin Township Park Committee met on Tuesday, June 15, 2004, at the Baldwin Town Hall.  The meeting was called to order at 7:08 PM by Kim Good, Chair.

Additions to Agenda

There were no additions to the agenda.
Minutes

Kim Good moved and Sue Hix seconded a motion that the May 18 minutes be approved.  All in favor; motion carried.  
Welcome to New Members
This was the first official meeting for Dave Bartz, new committee member, and Tony Stith, active alternate member.  Tony will participate in meetings and discussions, and in the absence of another regular committee member, he will also be able to vote.

Presentations by Developers

Sketch Plan, 41 acres, Section 28 – Chris Flor
This plat is located on the east side of US Highway 169 just south of the intersection with County Road 9 and the Lawrence farm.  There are 13 lots of 2.5 – 4 acres each.  Sue Hix moved and Kim Good seconded a motion to recommend accepting park fees.  The discussion that followed concerned future access for development residents to the trail along County Road 9.  Mike Seurer felt that we should recommend an extra-wide road shoulder to be used as a trail so that this could connect to any future trail or sidewalk that we would recommend should the southeast corner of 169 and 9 be developed for commercial use.  The rest of the group felt this would not be the best use of our funds since the development isn’t connected to any others at this time.

The vote was 4 in favor and 1 against; motion carried.  The committee will formally note that, should commercial development take place adjacent to the SE corner of 169 and 9, we will request that the Town Board require a trail or sidewalk be included so that the area is pedestrian- and biker-friendly.  This means that trail users would need a way to travel safely through the commercial area on an off-road sidewalk/trail or extra-wide shoulder to reach County Road 9.
Sketch Plan, 110 acres, Section 13 – Chris Flor
This development of 30 lots (2.5 acres or more each) is located on the north side of County Road 38 and east of the County Road 19 intersection.  Sue Hix moved and Dave Bartz seconded a motion to recommend accepting park fees.  All in favor; motion carried.
Sandy Lake Public Accesses

Jason Ostendorf, vice-president of the Sandy Lake Association, reported that the association is concerned about having improvements to the north (boat) access completed by this fall so that residents can easily remove their boats from the lake.  The association is therefore willing to donate labor and materials—up to $1,000 in cash—to install a concrete pad or concrete planks near the water’s edge and into the lake, as prescribed by the DNR.  The association wants to be sure to coordinate with the township and township engineer and also keep within DNR and county requirements.  Sue Hix said she would check with Jess Hall to verify that the association could work directly with the DNR to make plans and then present to the Town Board for approval.  [Note:  This was done, and approval was given to work as recommended with the DNR.]
Other notes from Sandy Lake residents:

· At the south access, they like the idea of putting posts closer to the lake to prevent boat launches but still leaving enough room to park between the posts and the road.

· They understand that the erosion problem needs to be resolved before the beach access can be improved.  Erosion control will likely be incorporated into the road improvement project.

· Regarding the southeast access near the Evans property, association owners present at this meeting stated that they didn’t have a problem with golf carts or ATVs/4-wheelers using the trail there—as long as they drive slowly.  However, some cars have been using this road/trail and have been driving across the Evans property in the process; the association members reported that the Evans may be adding boulders on their property to discourage cars.

Town Hall Park 
Dave Patten was not present but had left a message that the town hall park grading plan would be completed by Friday, June 25.  He will also speak with Rick Johnson about doing the grading by August 1 so that Trevor Granberg can begin his volleyball court installation.  Lester will also contact Rick Johnson about this grading project.

Sue reported that weeding and mulching was needed in the gardens on either side of the Fire Hall.  Although the Boy Scouts would probably help, the Park Committee decided to take on the job on Monday evening, June 21, 7 PM.  [Note:  Sue completed the weeding, and then Tony, Mike, Kim, and Kim’s husband Dave did the chipping as planned.]

Proposed Cantlin Lake Park
Appraisals on the property involved in the proposed Cantlin Lake park were received and forwarded to the Town Board for action.  The appraisals will be treated as confidential.  The committee felt that at this time it would be appropriate for one or two Town Board members and also perhaps one or two representatives of the committee to meet with the property owners to see whether there is interest in moving forward with the idea of a park.  Some “creative financing” ideas were discussed; these ideas will be passed on to the Town Board.

Sue moved and Kim seconded that the meeting be adjourned; all in favor; motion carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:25 PM.
