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BALDWIN TOWNSHIP REGULAR MEETING

March 1, 2004

(Due to Caucus Day March 2nd, the Conditional Use Permit and Developer plat business was moved to the March 1st Town Board meeting)

Present - Supervisors Jeff Dotseth, Jess Hall, Lester Kriesel, Bryan Lawrence and Eleanor Rittenour
Call to Order - The March regular meeting of the Town of Baldwin was called to order by Chairman Jess Hall at 7:02 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance – All present recited the pledge of allegiance.

Additions/Corrections to Agenda – None.

Approval of Regular Meeting Agenda With/Without Additions/Corrections – A motion was made by Bryan Lawrence and seconded by Lester Kriesel to approval the regular meeting agenda.  Motion carried.

February Final Treasurer’s Report – The Clerk/Treasurer reported receipts of $33,553.15, disbursements of $21,437.09, check numbers 8655 – 8706, leaving a balance of $284,985.49.

March Preliminary Treasurer’s Report – The Clerk/Treasurer reported receipts of $2,118.73, disbursements of $24,845.78, check numbers 8707 – 8735, leaving a balance of $262,463.96.

Eleanor Rittenour questioned the February claim from Essig Construction and Cal Watson’s maintenance wages.  Since Essig’s claim exceeded $3,300.00 for salt/sand, she wondered if this charge included the entire Township.  Jess Hall replied that Essig uses salt and sand on the west side of the Township and the Township purchases salt and sand from him.  Jeff Dotseth had a question concerning the 2004 library donation.  A motion was made by Eleanor Rittenour and seconded by Lester Kriesel to accept the Treasurer’s Report’s for both February and March.  Motion carried.

Sheriff’s Report  – There were 119 calls in the month of February.  There was discussion about stray or injured animals.  The Township will be responsible for handling these animals.

Approval of Consent Agenda – A motion was made by Bryan Lawrence and seconded by Lester Kriesel to approve the following items on the Consent Agenda:

A) Approve Town Board Meeting Minutes of January 22, 2004.

B) Approve Town Board Meeting Minutes of February 2, 2004.

C) Approve Town Board Meeting Minutes of February 3, 2004.
The motion carried.

Open Forum – Kim Good questioned if Deer Trail 2nd trail reimbursement had been approved.  The Clerk responded yes, the Town Board had approved the reimbursement.

OLD BUSINESS:

Annexation Discussion – Mark Karnowski attended the Town Board meeting at the request of the developers of Eldon Johnson’s property.  There are six 60 acre annexations needed in order for the City to abut the Johnson property.  The City Council and Town Board representatives have scheduled to meet on April 1, 2004.  Eleanor Rittenour stated that she can not attend the meeting on April 1st.  The Town Board provided Mr. Karnowski with alternate dates for review by the City Council.  The Town Board determined that they are unwilling to take action at this time.

Discuss Pleasant Acres Subordinate Service District with a Decision on Holding a Second Public Hearing – A motion was made by Bryan Lawrence and seconded by Jeff Dotseth to hold a second public hearing on the Subordinate Service District in Pleasant Acres on Tuesday, April 6, 2004 at 8:00 p.m. as costs have changed.  Motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS:

Approve/Disapprove Charitable Gambling License for the Northeast Sherburne Fire & Rescue Department – Matt Bounds, representative for the Northeast Sherburne Fire & Rescue Department, asked to have an application for exempt permit approved so they could hold small drawings, raffle and bingo.  A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Eleanor Rittenour to approve an application for exempt gaming only if the Fire Chief approves the process.  Discussion was raised about the liability and the ultimate responsibility for any discrepancies.   Motion carried.

PLATS:

Baldwin Forest Trail Reimbursement – The Developer was told by the County that the trails would have to be 8-foot trails; otherwise they would not be reimbursed.  A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Lester Kriesel to reimburse the developer of Baldwin Forest for the trails.  Motion carried.

Ady & Nelson Property, Section 31, Sketch Plan – A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Lester Kriesel to approve the concept of the Ady & Nelson Property with the following comments: 1) all roads constructed are paved to the property boundaries.  (This is a safety issue to eliminate turn-a rounds;  2) A right turn lane is off of 277th Avenue; and 3) the Township requires 100 feet of right-of-way off of 277th Avenue.  Motion carried.

Preserve at Baldwin, Section 13, Preliminary Plat – A motion was made by Bryan Lawrence and seconded by Eleanor Rittenour to approve the Preserve at Baldwin Preliminary Plat with the following Township comments: 1) A right turn lane off of County Road 38; and 2) subject to engineer’s review.  Motion carried.

Lencioni Estates, Request to Reduce Letter of Credit – A motion was made by Bryan Lawrence and seconded by Jeff Dotseth to reduce the Letter of Credit for Lencioni Estates from $176,298.00 to $26,444.70 as recommended by Bogart, Pederson & Associates.  Motion carried.

Approve/Disapprove Sherburne County Historical Society Membership Renewal – A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Eleanor Rittenour to approve a renewal membership to the Sherburne County Historical Society.  Motion carried.

Schedule Board of Canvass Meeting – The Board of Canvass meeting is scheduled for March 11, 2004 at 6:00 p.m.

Schedule Oath of Office & Reorganization Meeting – A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Lester Kriesel to schedule the Oath of Office & Reorganization Meeting for March 25, 2004 at 7:00 p.m.  Motion carried.

Jeff Dotseth requested a different day for the meeting with the City of Princeton since Eleanor Rittenour couldn’t make it on April 1, 2003.  A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Lester Kriesel to approve April 8, 2004 at 6:00 p.m. as a first choice and March 11, 2004 at 7:00 p.m. as a second choice.  Motion carried.

ANNOUNCEMENTS:

A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Lester Kriesel to have the Annual Meeting on Tuesday, March 9, 2004 at the Fire Hall.  Motion carried.

The Princeton Library Open House is Tuesday, March 16, 2004 from 6:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m.

The School District #728 Special Election is March 30, 2004.

ANY OTHER BUSINESS:

Lester Kriesel will obtain quotes and options for the Town Hall heating and air conditioning systems.  

Jess Hall will obtain quotes on painting the Town Hall to match the Fire Station.

Motion to Approve Bills for Payment – A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Eleanor Rittenour to approve checks 8707 – 8735 in the amount of $24,845.78.  Motion carried.

Adjournment – A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Eleanor Rittenour to adjourn at 8:45 p.m.  Motion carried.
