PARK COMMITTEE MEETING

March 16, 2004
The Baldwin Township Park Committee met on Tuesday, March 16, 2004, at the Baldwin Town Hall.  The meeting was called to order at 7:02 PM by Mike Seurer, Vice-Chair.

Additions to Agenda

There were no additions to the agenda.
Minutes

Dave Patten moved and Sue Hix seconded the motion that the February 17 minutes be approved.  All in favor; motion carried.  
Presentations by Developers
Ady & Nelson Property – Sketch Plan by Joe Huber, MN Development Agency

This plat is located at 277th Avenue and County Road 1, Section 31.  There will be 13 lots for a total of 40 acres.  The county already has a 100-foot right-of-way along County Road 1, which would meet any future trail needs.  Sue Hix moved and David Patten seconded a motion that we recommend that the county accept park fees for this development.  All in favor; motion carried.

Sandy Lake Public Accesses

North-side residents of Sandy Lake attended to respond to last month’s discussion about the north access.  In response to the February minutes, Mr. and Mrs. Jake Kuntz and their daughter made it very clear that they have no intention of selling their property and that their well and septic system have not been condemned.  Other north-side owners stated that they do not want any more parking spaces for lake users, that they have not had a problem with parking, and that “bigger is not better” since Sandy Lake is already over-used.  They said that they would prefer to have 2 boat accesses instead of one access being designated as a beach, but they can live with a boat access and a beach.  Several people provided contact information so that they can receive communications directly rather than through the lake owners association.  It was noted that the Klein and Kuntz septic tanks are located at least partly on public/township property.
Proposed Cantlin Lake Park
Sue Hix reported that she had checked with 3 appraisers to get estimates on doing basic appraisals on the Kriesel and Angstman Trust (D. Gruhlke) properties.  A ballpark figure for both would be $700.  Sue moved and Mike Seurer seconded a motion that we recommend that the Town Board request park fees through the county to pay for these appraisals.
David Patten returned the original of the Kriesel property survey, along with 2 copies for the secretary.  Sue Hix will return the original to the Kriesels.  [Done on 3/19/2004.  Also told them we would let them know if anyone would be coming to do an appraisal.]
Town Hall Park
David Patten presented a quotation from Flanagan Sales, Inc., for the 2 park shelters and connecting pergola/trellis.  The trellis seemed very expensive; Dave said we could possibly substitute a “tension structure” (Kevlar “sail”) that would provide more benefits than a trellis.  He will investigate other options and cost.  The powder coating mentioned in the quotation is a good value although we may want to consider a less expensive powder coating than the one quoted.  Before next month, Dave will obtain bids for:  2 structures with standard powder coating, tension structure to join the two, grills, basketball hoop, playground equipment, volleyball equipment, picnic tables, drinking fountains, and trash cans.  The playground equipment is difficult to estimate because there are so many options.  He will present options and ranges for equipment that can accommodate approximately 20 children.
Mike Seurer will get prices for 26 yards of concrete and 7,700 square feet of bituminous (floor for shelters plus basketball court).
Dave reported that he is still working on the grading plan.
New Park Committee Member
Cal Schmock and Dave Bartz introduced themselves and stated they are interested in becoming members of our committee.  We answered questions about our committee, our goals, our meeting schedule, and how we operate.  Cal has already submitted an application, and Dave will complete and submit an application before our next meeting.
Reports from Other Meetings

· Sue Hix reported that she had attended the County Board meeting earlier in the day.  The County Commissioners had voted to allow for an off-road trail beside County Road 45 when it is improved in 2005.  [NOTE:  On 3/18/2004, Tim Edgeton, Sherburne County, notified Sue that plans had changed.  Due to some unexpected expenses, the plan now is to have 8-foot shoulders on either side of County 45 and to continue to work to acquire the old railroad bed (or other) property as an off-road trail.]

There was no other business.

Patten moved and Hix seconded that the meeting be adjourned; all in favor; motion carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:20 PM.
