Present - Supervisors Jeff Dotseth, Jess Hall, Lester Kriesel, Bryan Lawrence and Eleanor Rittenour
Call to Order - The March 11, 2004 Board of Canvass Meeting of the Town of Baldwin was called to order by Chairman Jess Hall at 6:03 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance – All present recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

Canvass Election Results – Supervisor ‘B’ results:  Kimberly Good – 106 votes; Jess A. 

Hall – 295 votes; Cal Schmock – 16 votes; Sean Weldon – 75 votes; Undervotes – 7.  A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Bryan Lawrence to approve the canvassed election results for Supervisor ‘B’ with Jess A. Hall the winner.  Motion carried with Jess Hall abstaining.  
Supervisor ‘D’ results: Gary L. Axtell – 29 votes; Bill Fiduk – 62 votes; Bryan Lawrence – 241 votes; Paul Vollkommer – 141 votes; Undervotes – 27 and one (1) spoiled ballot.  A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Eleanor Rittenour to approve the canvassed election results for Supervisor ‘D’ with Bryan Lawrence the winner.  Motion carried with Bryan Lawrence abstaining.

Any Other Business:
Bryan Lawrence is unable to attend the meeting with Ross Perry, Brian Benson and Jon Bogart scheduled for 1:00 p.m. on Friday March 12th at the Sherburne County Government Center.  Mr. Perry finally did receive a building permit for his garage.  Lester Kriesel will attend in place of Mr. Lawrence.  There was discussion about the possibility of Baldwin Township being the final decision maker instead of the County with Brian Benson.  Mr. Kriesel is to ask for a step-by-step plan on how Baldwin Township could have final approval of plats.  A suggestion from Eleanor Rittenour is perhaps final approval of plats could be contingent upon final approval of both the County Commissioner and the Township.  

Jeff Dotseth questioned the responsibility concerning donations.  He is wondering if individual donations would be better than the Township donating.  The donations to the Princeton Library keep the system going, but are the annual fees of users of the library already paid through taxes?  Perhaps a policy concerning contributions should be considered.  Eleanor Rittenour suggested limiting the dollar amount of donations to $10,000.00 total per year.
Eleanor Rittenour wondered if the City of Princeton should maybe charge for the use of parks.  Jess Hall said that the Township could raise taxes by $109,582.00 and taxes would not increase due to the number of new homes.  

The Township had received a quote in the amount of $615.00 to change operating systems and network the Township computers.  A motion was made by Lester Kriesel and 
seconded by Eleanor Rittenour to purchase a used Dell computer instead of changing the current operating system on the Gateway.  Motion carried.

Adjournment – A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Bryan Lawrence to adjourn at 6:55 p.m.  Motion carried.
