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BALDWIN TOWNSHIP SPECIAL MEETING

December 28, 2004

Present – Supervisors Jeff Dotseth, Jess Hall, Lester Kriesel, Bryan Lawrence and Eleanor Rittenour.
Call to Order/Reconvene – The Baldwin Township special Town Board meeting was called to order by Chairman Jess Hall at 3:00 p.m.

Approve Resolution Accepting Gift of Land – There was a generous offer from Kermit Young to donate eighty (80) acres of land to Baldwin Township to be designated as parkland.  Jess Hall read the Resolution of the Board of Supervisors of the Town of Baldwin, Sherburne County, Minnesota which states as follows:

The Board of Supervisors of the Town of Baldwin, an unincorporated Governmental Unit in Sherburne County, Minnesota, does hereby adopt the following resolution:

Whereas, Kermit Young desires to gift to the Town an 80-acre tract of land described as follows:

The North Half of the Southwest Quarter of Section 14, Township 35, Range 26, Sherburne County, Minnesota, and

Whereas said Kermit Young desires that the Town use said property for public Town park and recreational purposes (which include, by way of example only, picnic areas, hiking trails and ball fields): that the Town not use the property for a town hall or fire hall or similar town office building (except for such offices as might be necessary to manage the park site): and that the Town not sell, trade, lease, encumber or in any manner alienate the property, in whole or in part, in perpetuity, and

Whereas the Town Board of Supervisors has determined that it will be in the best interest of the Town to accept said gift, and

Whereas a deed for said property has been presented to the Town,

Now, Therefore, it is resolved by the Board of Supervisors of the Town of Baldwin, Sherburne County, Minnesota, that the Town of Baldwin does hereby accept said deed, does acknowledge said gift of property and does agree that said property shall be used for public Town park and recreational purposes (which include, by way of example only, picnic areas, hiking trails and ball fields): that the Town not use the property for a town hall or fire hall or similar town office building (except for such offices as might be necessary to manage the park site): and that the Town not sell, trade, lease, encumber or in any manner alienate the property, in whole or in part, in perpetuity.

After determining that all the qualifications of the resolution met with Mr. Young’s approval, a motion was made by Lester Kriesel and seconded by Jeff Dotseth to accept the gift of land from Mr. Young.  The Township should check with the state to ensure that there are no abandoned wells on the property.  Motion carried.

All pertinent paperwork was signed and completed and given to the Township Attorney, Clifford Lundberg, to file with Sherburne County.

Accept Deed for Donated Land – Debra Gray, Bremer Bank, presented the deed to Kermit Young’s property to Jess Hall.  Mr. Hall thanked Kermit Young.

Any Other Business – The meeting with the City of Princeton that was originally scheduled for January 6, 2005 is now schedule for February 3, 2005 at 4:00 p.m.  There was a conflict of schedule with Township Attorney Bob Ruppe and Bogart. Pederson’s review is not yet done.

The tractor purchase s on hold for a while.  The power company relocated the power line for the salt/sand shed.  The addition will fit a tractor with a mower.  Jess Hall talked to someone about prevention of bowing of the building.

Roger Winkelman told Jess Hall that he did not pay park fees on Deer Path, but did pay fees for Deer Path 2nd Addition.  Winkelman is applying for a refund of the park fees on Deer Path 2nd Addition only.

All work with Dan Springman has stopped.  The County Attorney has been involved.  No building permits will be issued as it would be considered a private road.  Eleanor Rittenour questioned if Springman was legally supposed to put down 6” of class 5 down.  Jess Hall responded that Springman never signed the developer’s agreement with the Township.  Bryan Lawrence stated that the plat was done 10 years ago and the standards were different then but the Township still does not have to accept the road.  Hall stated that the negotiated settlement was better than the standards of 1996 and there are documents and standards saying that when a road is ready to be accepted that it has to meet current standards.  It was encouraged to include language in the developer’s agreement to have a time limit.  A motion was made by Eleanor Rittenour and seconded by Jeff Dotseth to talk to the Township Engineer and to encourage a revision of the developer’s agreement to reflect a time limit.  Motion carried.

Adjourn/Recess – A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Lester Kriesel to adjourn at 3:37 p.m.  Motion carried.
