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BALDWIN TOWNSHIP MEETING

OATH OF OFFICE & REORGANIZTION OF TOWN BOARD

March 25, 2004

Present - Supervisors Jeff Dotseth, Jess Hall, Lester Kriesel, Bryan Lawrence and Eleanor Rittenour
Call to Order/Reconvene - The March Oath of Office & Reorganization of the Town Board meeting of the Town of Baldwin was called to order by Jess Hall at 7:05 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance – All present recited the pledge of allegiance.

Oath of Office (Supervisor “B”) – The Oath of Office for Supervisor “B”, Jess A. Hall, was administered by the Township Clerk/Treasurer, Cathy Stevens

Oath of Office (Supervisor “D”) – The Oath of Office for Supervisor “D, Bryan Lawrence, was administered by the Township Clerk/Treasurer, Cathy Stevens.

Reorganization of Town Board:
a. Select Town Board Chair – Nominations were opened for selection of the Town Board Chair.  Bryan Lawrence made a motion to nominate Jess Hall as Chairman with Lester Kriesel making the second to the motion.  Motion carried.

b. Select Town Board Vice-Chair – Nominations were opened for selection of the 
                Town Board Vice-Chair.  Jeff Dotseth made a motion to nominate Bryan Lawrence    

                as Vice-Chair with Eleanor Rittenour making the second to the motion.  Motion 
                carried.

Review Town of Baldwin Organization Listing – Eleanor Rittenour had questions regarding policies and procedures.  She indicated that she would be checking into this further.  There was discussion regarding pay equity.

Appointment of Township Attorney – Eleanor Rittenour has checked out several attorneys and since has received their resumes.  Scott Berry will be asked to submit a resume.  Bryan Lawrence asked about Scott Berry’s status as Township Attorney.  He said he thought that Cliff Lundberg was the official Township Attorney.  Bryan Lawrence recommends Patrick Kelly from St. Paul as the attorney since he has the experience of representing other townships.  Appointment of Township attorney was tabled.

Adopt Schedule of Regular Town Board Meetings – A motion was made by Bryan Lawrence and seconded by Lester Kriesel to readopt the schedule of regular Town Board meetings with the first Monday of the month held for regular Town business and the first Tuesday of the month held for Conditional Use Permits and Plat business.  Motion carried.

Bond Program for Clerk/Treasurer – A motion was made by Lester Kriesel and seconded by Jeff Dotseth to approve the bond program for the Clerk/Treasurer.  Motion carried.

Approve/Disapprove Revised Purchase Price of Tax Forfeited Land – A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Lester Kriesel to approve purchasing the tax-forfeited land at the revised price of $2,700.00 plus fees.  Motion carried.  

Review Sherburne County Draft of Revised Cluster Ordinance – Discussion was held on Sherburne County’s proposed revised cluster ordinance.  Additional action was tabled.
ANY OTHER BUSINESS:

Lester Kriesel commented on a property owner who had built a driveway without a culvert and a driveway permit in White Oak Estates.  A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Eleanor Rittenour to have a certified letter sent to the resident saying that they need to conform within fourteen (14) days.  If conformity with the time period is not done, the Township will install with expenses added to the residents’ tax statement.  Motion carried.

A letter from Kathleen Heaney, County Attorney, was received listing surplus items.  The Clerk will look into it.

The Clerk confirmed the meeting with the City of Princeton which is scheduled for March 29, 2004 from 5:00 to 7:00 p.m.
Adjournment – A motion was made by Lester Kriesel and seconded by Eleanor Rittenour to adjourn at 8:47 p.m.
