BUILDING REGULATIONS


FOR NEW HOUSE CONSTRUCTION





The Baldwin Town Board wants to cooperate with developers and builders to provide a safe, orderly place in which to live and work.  We are greatly concerned about our natural resources, soils, ground cover, erosion, drainage, blacktop roads and the general appearance of our township, thus we have established the following regulations.





ALL LOTS MUST HAVE A HOUSE NUMBER AND A SHERBURNE COUNTY BUILDING PERMIT BEFORE CONSTRUCTION BEGINS.





ALL LOTS ARE TO HAVE A ROUGHED IN DRIVEWAY AT THE TIME THE BASEMENT IS DUG FOR CONSTRUCTION VEHICLES TO USE.  DRIVING RANDOMLY OFF BLACKTOP IS NOT PERMITTED.  THE COST OF REPAIR TO TOWN ROADS & DITCHES WILL BE BILLED TO THE DEVELOPER/BUILDER.





ALL TOP SOIL IS TO BE SAVED AND RESPREAD.  THE ENTIRE LOT WHICH IS DISTURBED MUST BE SODDED OR SEEDED WHEN CONSTRUCTION IS COMPLETED.





ONLY ONE DRIVEWAY IS ALLOWED PER RESIDENTIAL LOT.  WHEN LOTS ARE SPLIT AND APPROVED BY THE COUNTY AND FRONT ON A TOWNSHIP ROAD, BUT IS LESS THAN 200 FEET, A SHARED SINGLE DRIVEWAY MUST BE BUILT AND USED TO SERVE BOTH LOTS.  ANY VARIANCES FROM THESE REQUIREMENTS MUST BE BROUGHT TO THE TOWN BOARD.  UNAPPROVED DRIVEWAYS WILL BE REQUIRED TO BE REMOVED AT OWNERS EXPENSE.





ALL DRIVEWAYS ARE TO HAVE A 15” DIAMETER GALVANIZED STEEL OR STATE APPROVED PVC CULVERT (DUAL WALLED CONSTRUCTION WITH SAME STRENGTH AS GALVANIZED STEEL).  IT MUST BE A MINIMUM OF 24 FEET.  THE DRIVEWAY SURFACE MUST BE A MINIMUM OF 12 FEET WIDE AND THE SIDES MUST HAVE A MINIMUM 4:1 SLOPE.  NO HEADWALLS ARE ALLOWED ON THE SIDES OF DRIVEWAYS.





ALL CONSTRUCTION DEBRIS IS TO BE ENCLOSED BY A FENCE OR KEPT IN A DUMPSTER AS THE SHERBURNE COUNTY SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT ORDINANCE STATES.





ALL HOUSES AND OUT BUILDINGS SHALL BE BUILT OF SUFFICIENT ELEVATION TO BE FREE OF ANY DRAINAGE PROBLEMS.





OTHER THAN GRASS, ALL LANDSCAPING MUST NOT ENCROACH IN THE TOWN ROAD RIGHT-OF-WAY.  IN NEW PLATS, THIS IS 33 FEET FROM THE CENTER OF THE ROAD.  ANY ENCROACHMENT, INCLUDING TREE BRANCHES, MUST BE REMOVED BY RESIDENTS, OR THE TOWNSHIP RESERVES THE RIGHT TO REMOVE THEM AND ASSESS COSTS TO LANDOWNERS TAXES.
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
