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BALDWIN TOWNSHIP REGULAR MEETING
January 9, 2007

Present – Supervisors Jeff Dotseth, Jess Hall, Lester Kriesel, Bryan Lawrence and Paul Vollkommer.

Call to Order – The January 9, 2007 regular meeting of Baldwin Township was called to order by Chairman Bryan Lawrence at 7:00 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance – All present recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

Additions/Corrections to Agenda – Jeff Dotseth suggested item ‘g’ be moved up to under ‘b’.  Jess Hall had a question about officer pay in the fire department, and asked for that item to be placed under ‘Approve/Disapprove Bills for Payment’.  Bryan Lawrence asked to have added ‘Approval of the State EMS Agency to Evaluate the Fire Department’ be placed under letter ‘i’.  Jeff Dotseth asked to have added under letter ‘j’ “Update Conversation with MAT Attorney”.  Bryan Lawrence added ‘e’ under “Old Business” pertaining to “Mileage Certification”.  
Approval of Regular Meeting Agenda With/Without Additions/Corrections – A motion was made by Lester Kriesel and seconded by Paul Vollkommer to approve the agenda with additions.  Motion carried.

Open Forum for Citizens – Quintin Reece said he wanted to address last nights issue about changing the minutes on a regular basis.  He had a question about the checks and balances, and what is stopping the clerk from adding anything she wants.  Bryan Lawrence explained the process of checks and balances that the township has implemented.  The minutes are written up.  The unapproved minutes are given to the board members.  If a board member has a question on the content, they ask the clerk to double check the tape and her notes.  The minutes do not become official until a regular meeting of the Town Board, and cannot be changed after the board’s approval.  
OLD BUSINESS:

Road Report – Lester Kriesel reported on the first snowstorm and the first plowing in the township.  He said it took Terry and his crew 3 days scrapping and salting/sanding, with no exact figure on the hours spent.  One mailbox was hit.  The clerk said in one day she had 5 complaints.  The snowplowing policy is for snow removal is 2 inches.  It was discussed if it would be a good policy to go out sooner than going back to scrap later.  Kriesel said other townships in the area have the same problems.
Approve/Disapprove 4 Tires for Case 621 Loader – Terry Carlile said he had received three quotes from two different companies.  Lester Kriesel said since we had a lot of snow, we had to hire Anderson equipment to go out and push snow.  He said a complete set of tires are needed, since the front tires are larger than the back tires.  Carlile said he had called numerous tire companies and only received the two quotes.  Westside never responded with a quote.  A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Jess Hall to approve tires for the loader not to exceed $3,700 no matter who the source is.  Motion carried.
Hangartner Property – Jon Bogart stated that Mr. Hangartner came to a Town Board meeting a month ago with a concern about the newly paved portion of 138th Street going onto his property.  Bogart stated that the pavement is on his property but there is a 40 foot easement.  A map provided by the county GIS notes that there is an overlap onto his property.  The pavement is within that 40 feet and falls within the township road easement.  Mr. Hangartner stated that when he purchased the land he was aware of the easement but did not know exactly where the road was going to be.  His concern is that he is being taxed on a street and would like to have that portion taken off his taxes.  
A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Paul Vollkommer to send a letter to the county assessor’s office informing them that Mr. Hangartner has been to the township and that the Town Board approved taking off the road easement of 40 feet.  Motion carried.
Maintenance Help for the Interim – Bryan Lawrence stated that the assistance that Terry Carlile has been utilizing is not available and has asked to approve Zachary Good to mix sand/salt.  Zachary has been allowed to work up to 10 hours.  
A motion was made by Lester Kriesel and seconded by Jeff Dotseth to hire Zachary Good.  Jess Hall suggested that an advertisement be placed to see who would be interested in a part time job.  Carlile stated that Good would be a backup when he needs a second body and it would only entail 3-4 hours to load salt/sand.  Bryan Lawrence stated that Zachary Good was technically hired as a snowplow driver and would suggest amending the motion to have Zachary Good come in on an as-needed basis as approved by Lester Kriesel.  Hall stated that several residents have asked about part time jobs at the township.  Dotseth stated that Good is already an employee of the township.  Hall stated that the position was not advertised when Good was hired.  Lawrence questioned if any of the residents that Hall spoke of have come in and asked for a job application.  Hall stated that he did not know.  Vollkommer stated that a job opening has to be posted if the job runs 32 hours or more.  Upon voice vote the motion carried with Hall and Vollkommer opposed and Kriesel, Dotseth and Lawrence in favor.
Approve/Disapprove Sound System for Town Hall – Lester Kriesel received a quote from Audio Communication of Big Lake in the amount of $2,224.79 which entails the following equipment:  amplifier/mixer, speakers, 6 microphones, microphone stands, microphone clips, dual deck tape recorder, speaker wire and labor for installation.  
Kriesel stated that there is a software program, Soniclear, which could be installed into the computer.  The price is $295.000 with one microphone.  Kriesel stated that he is looking for approval of both.  

A motion was made by Paul Vollkommer and seconded by Jess Hall to approve purchasing both systems.  Dotseth asked if a friendly amendment to ensure video capabilities would be accepted.  Lawrence stated that the system needs enough capability to be able to plug in and allow video capability at a later date otherwise upgrade to a system that would allow video.  Vollkommer stated that audio out is all that is needed.  Motion carried.

Discuss Attorney’s Review of Fire Department S.O.P.’s – Bryan Lawrence stated that he only found one spelling error on page 21, letter “b” under ‘Town Board’.  Paul Vollkommer stated that the initial question is why Ruppe rewrote them as this is not what he was directed to do.  Lawrence responded that he was requested to do.  Vollkommer responded no he was not, he was requested to read the handbook and read the S.O.P.’s in preparation for a closed meeting with Mark Bennett and that was 3 months ago and that is the only stipulation he was given at the meeting.  Lawrence stated that he does not have the motion in front of him and it was his understanding the Ruppe was to review the S.O.P.’s and comment back.  Vollkommer stated that Ruppe told the board that he would need to review the S.O.P.’s and handbook first prior to having a closed meeting.  Brian Torborg stated that day we invited him to go through them and suggest changes and all the board members we all were supposed to highlight and where we thought we needed changes.  He was supposed to do the same thing and the board was going to meet to finalize both documents.  Lawrence stated that he does not believe the board ever directed Ruppe to proceed ahead with anything for a closed meeting.  Every time he asked why we wanted a closed meeting nobody at this table gave him a reason as to why to have a closed meeting.  Vollkommer stated that we have a motion in place to have a closed meeting and wants to know why it has been 3 months and nothing has been done.  Lawrence responded that we decided, after talking…  Vollkommer responded don’t say we.  We already voted…… Lawrence responded that Vollkommer was not at the meeting.  The attorney advised that we need to come up with a reason to have the closed meeting and once we had that reason tell him why we want to have it so we go about it in a proper, legal manner.  Vollkommer stated that we had that reason months ago.  Lawrence responded that nobody at this table has ever given him a reason as to why we were going to have a closed meeting.  Vollkommer stated that he has a whole book, the State Auditor’s.  Lawrence stated that Ruppe had also reviewed that as well.  He came that evening and reviewed it with the board.  Vollkommer stated that is why we changed attorneys last night.  
Jeff Dotseth questioned what the subject of the topic is.  Lawrence responded that the subject tonight is there anything we would like to see adopted in this, does it look good, and is it ready for approval next month?  Vollkommer stated that he would like to see the board motion was made to rewrite it.  Lawrence stated that he did not rewrite it, we asked for commentary on it and that is what he did.  Vollkommer stated that he was asked to read it with a specific purpose in mind.  Lawrence stated that Ruppe was never given a purpose.  Vollkommer responded yes we did.  Lawrence responded that Ruppe asked the board twice about the purpose and no one could give him an answer or reason for holding a closed meeting.  Vollkommer questioned if the board voted to have a closed meeting based on the allegations in the auditor’s report.  Let’s get this clear.  Torborg responded that Vollkommer was not present at the meeting with the attorney when they discussed it.  Vollkommer stated that he was at a meeting when the motion was made.  Torborg stated that night when the attorney was present they changed it because Ruppe asked the board what issues would be brought up and no board member could come up with an issue so the board decided there would not be a closed meeting.  Elaine Philippi questioned if there was ever a motion not to have a closed meeting.  Lawrence stated that he could not recall if there was an official motion.  
Dotseth questioned if Vollkommer was present at the meeting with the township attorney held October 16, 2006.  Vollkommer responded that he was present at that meeting.  Lawrence responded that the meeting was a special meeting and Vollkommer was not present.  Dotseth stated that Vollkommer did not attend as he had an operation on his shoulder. Lawrence stated that the special meeting was held on a Monday and Vollkommer had his surgery on the Thursday prior to the meeting.  Vollkommer stated that a meeting was posted to discuss this when he was out.  Lawrence responded that Vollkommer was well aware of the meeting as Vollkommer was at the Town Board meeting when the special meeting was scheduled and everyone said they could attend.  Vollkommer interjected stating did we or did we not make a motion to have a closed meeting.  Lawrence stated that the original date of the special meeting was the date Vollkommer had his surgery, so that date was cancelled.  Lawrence stated that he believed there was a motion to have a closed meeting and he believes it passed.  Dotseth stated that he recollects a motion to seek council first and then determine if the board should proceed with a closed meeting.  The township attorney found no findings for holding a closed meeting.  Vollkommer stated that his opinion does not correspond with other attorney’s opinions.  Dotseth stated, that in his conversations with the Minnesota Association of Townships attorney, he was advised not to leap frog attorneys as it could be reckless.  Dotseth asked Vollkommer if he had reviewed the review letter on the state auditors report from the township attorney, Bob Ruppe.  Vollkommer stated that other attorneys that reviewed the state auditors report had a different take on it.  Lawrence stated that he would like to see the other attorneys review.  Vollkommer stated that this board found last night that it is not comfortable with the current attorney.  
Lawrence asked Vollkommer if he had met with Bob Ruppe the morning of October 16th.  Vollkommer responded ‘yes’.  Dotseth stated that it was odd that Vollkommer was not able to make that evening’s meeting.  Lawrence stated that Ruppe was asked to review both the S.O.P.’s and the employee manual after the 16th.  Elaine Phillip questioned if there was a way a group of citizens can petition to have the Town Board hold a closed meeting.  Lawrence stated that the board would need to check with an attorney.  
Lawrence stated that Ruppe never said not to hold a closed meeting.  He had asked the board why a closed meeting needed to be held and the board never gave direction.  
A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Lester Kriesel to have all these issues presented to the townships new attorney on January 23, 2007, 7:00 p.m.  Jeff Dotseth withdrew his motion.
A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Lester Kriesel to have the attorney look at all pertinent issues regarding this matter.  Motion carried.
Dotseth stated that he is comfortable with approving the S.O.P.’s.  Brian Torborg stated that there is a misspelling on page 22 under “dismissal”.  Dismissal is spelt incorrectly.  
Torborg stated that, on page 8 under “intoxication”, he questions the use of the words “under the influence”.  He would like more clarification as it needs to be more specific as to what “under the influence” is.  Lawrence stated that it would be of benefit to set an amount, i.e., .03 or .04) and then have a portable tester at the fire station.  Torborg stated that the handbook should state that it would be mandatory to test themselves when alcohol has been consumed.  If tested under a .04 they would be ok.  

Due to the scheduled public hearing on the adoption of the Sherburne County Parks Ordinance, the discussion regarding the Fire Department S.O.P’s will continue after the public hearing.

Close Regular Meeting – A motion was made by Paul Vollkommer and seconded by Lester Kriesel to close the regular meeting at 8:14 p.m.  Motion carried.
Public Hearing, Adoption of Sherburne County Parks Ordinance – A motion was made by Paul Vollkommer and seconded by Lester Kriesel to open the adoption of Sherburne County parks ordinance public hearing at 8:14 p.m.  Motion carried.
Jeff Holm, 10338 305th Avenue, commented on Section 5: Regulations for Protection of Natural Resources and Wildlife.  Also Section 6, Letter D, “Fishing”.  Mr. Holm stated that Section 6, Letter D includes a section on leaving, storing or abandoning any fish house, etc. on the park property.  Mr. Holm believes there should be similar statement under Section 5 which would address deer stands or hunting equipment.  He would recommend that a statement that addresses leaving deer equipment or stands be added under Section 5.  He would like the Town Board to have the authority to remove them.  Lawrence questioned if that would be a given since no hunting is allowed and the sheriff would be enforcing this.  Mr. Holm suggested adding something in the ordinance regarding ground blinds, portable deer stands and deer stands.  Vollkommer questioned if it was mentioned in the ordinance if it would lead to people thinking they could hunt on the property.  Hall suggested adding it to Section 5, bullet #3.  Hall questioned if Mr. Holm could put something together for the Town Board to adopt.  Mr. Holm replied ‘yes’.  
Baldwin resident Dennis Lindberg questioned if a motorized recreational vehicle included a self-propelled wheelchair as the property has to be handicapped accessible.   Jeff Dotseth stated that a wheelchair is not a motorized recreational vehicle.  Dotseth suggested revising Section 1 on page 4 to include a phrase regarding handicapped permits.  Bryan Lawrence stated that it would need to phrase it to allow for mobility.  Baldwin property owner, Cheryl Goetz, asked about seeing eye dogs.  Lawrence responded that they would be considered service dogs and should be included in order not to discriminate against any disabilities.  
Close Public Hearing – A motion was made by Lester Kriesel and seconded by Jess Hall to close the adoption of Sherburne County parks ordinance public hearing at 8:33 p.m.  Motion carried.
Open Regular Meeting – A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Lester Kriesel to open the regular meeting at 8:33 p.m.  Motion carried.
Approve/Disapprove Adoption of Sherburne County Parks Ordinance – A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Lester Kriesel to approve as amended.  Motion carried.
Continuation of Fire Department S.O.P’s – Brian Torborg stated that he had no additional comments.  Bryan Lawrence stated that, in regards to intoxication, find out the legal limit and follow that procedure.  Paul Vollkommer asked what would happen if someone showed up and failed the standard as a police officer (.08).  Torborg stated that he would have to act on it but if he was not on the scene and did not see it he could not act on it.  Vollkommer stated that he would like to see a policy that would be in place if it ever happened that someone was over .08.  Torborg stated that he would like the board to make the decision on how to handle that situation.  Lawrence stated that the chief is asking the board to come up with a new requirement.  Hall stated to utilize one from another department.  
Discuss Attorney’s Review of Employee Handbook – Paul Vollkommer stated that the issue of supervising spouses should be suspended for all employees and not just the fire department.  Baldwin resident Quintin Reece stated that the board needs to clear up that the employee handbook is not a contractual document.  Bryan Lawrence stated that no employee has been presented with the handbook and signed the required documents.  Jess Hall stated that Section 3100 needs to be cleaned up regarding the once monthly pay and the requirement of claims needing to be into the township office by 12:01 p.m. the Wednesday prior to the regularly scheduled Town Board meeting.  Lawrence stated that the pay issue has been voted on twice and failed.  Hall stated those votes break the law.  Jeff Dotseth stated that he had been appointed by the board to contact the Minnesota Association of Townships attorney regarding the pay issue.  The attorney cited Minnesota State Statute §471.38 and feels that the township was not in violation but he did not want to put anything in writing as the other attorney in office is sending something to Jess Hall.  Dotseth recommends that the township waits and brings the issue in front of the existing attorney.  Hall stated that he would leave it alone for now.  Hall brought up that no change should happen to the section on when claims have to be turned in which is 12:01 p.m. the Wednesday prior to the Town Board regular monthly meeting.  Terry Carlile suggested that the board sit down with the maintenance personnel, fire chief and clerk after the handbook has been accepted and before it is passed out to the remainder of the employees.  Lawrence stated that the handbook has been a guideline and suggested procedures as enforcement has not bee done since it had been adopted.  Elaine Philippi questioned if the handbook included disciplinary action with employees.  Lawrence replied ‘yes’.  Quintin Reece questioned if there was a section regarding dismissal.  Lawrence replied ‘yes’.  Philippi questioned if there was a definition of insubordination as it ties the hands of the board if it is not specific.  Lawrence replied ‘yes’.  Philippi questioned if this was different for the fire department than the township.  Lawrence replied ‘yes, different entity”.  Brian Torborg stated that Ruppe matched the S.O.P.’s to the employee manual.  Lawrence stated that the board is not approving or disapproving tonight as both documents are going to the new attorney.  
Review/Approve/Disapprove Road & Bridge 2007 Line Item Budget – Terry Carlile stated that the final number is not exact to what the levy amount is as most of his figures are based off of 2006 expenditures.  
A motion was made by Jess Hall and seconded by Lester Kriesel to table further action until the scheduled budget meeting to be held February 1, 2007.  Motion carried.  Baldwin resident Quintin Reece thanked the board for keeping taxes low.
Fire Department Evaluation – Bryan Lawrence stated that there had been a motion by the board to go forward with an evaluation done for the fire department.  He had found through the state Fire Marshal’s office and state EMS a free of charge service.  Warren Jorgenson is the contact person who would need an official letter from the township.  

A motion was made by Jess Hall and seconded by Lester Kriesel approving sending a letter to secure Mr. Jorgenson’s services.  Motion carried.
Confirmation of Meeting with Attorney – Jeff Dotseth confirmed the date of January 23, 2007, 6:00 p.m., to meet and discuss services with Troy Gilchrist.
NEW BUSINESS:
Approve/Disapprove Purchase of County 2006 Aerial Photography – Jon Bogart stated that thinks it would be a good idea to purchase.  It would cost $1,123 for all sections of the township.  Jeff Dotseth questioned what the benefits would be.  Bogart stated that he has possession of these aerials through other means but township benefits would be, for example, useful to determine road issues.  Bogart stated that the township should not purchase just for his use.  
A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Paul Vollkommer to purchase the 2006 aerial photography with the cost disbursed from the General Fund, maps and publications.  Upon voice vote the motion carried with and Vollkommer, Hall, Kriesel and Dotseth in favor and Lawrence opposed  

New Township Ordinances – Lester Kriesel stated that there are problems in the township that will cost money in the future and one of them is mailboxes.  The township should have an ordinance such as Stanford Township regarding mailboxes.  Bryan Lawrence suggested that Kriesel obtain a copy of Stanford Township’s ordinance for the next Town Board meeting.  
Kriesel stated that another problem is propane trucks that park in residential areas.  The state Fire Marshal’s office was called but the call was never returned.  The propane trucks along with big vans, trucks, etc. have created road damage.  Kriesel stated that he will be driving around the township taking pictures of the problems.  Kriesel would like to see weight restriction signs installed.  Dotseth encouraged enforcing existing rules and regulations for weight limits.  Jon Bogart stated that current weight limits are 7 ton per axle with collector roads being 9 ton.  
CONDITIONAL USE PERMITS:
Annual Review of Vahlsing CUP, Home Business, Stain & Finish Cabinets – Elaine Philippi questioned where the toxic stuff goes.  Mr., Vahlsing stated that the county handles it.  A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Paul Vollkommer approving the conditional use permit for Kim and Mary Vahlsing for one more year.  Motion carried.
Request for Information for Possible CUP – Ronald Conway requested further information from the Town Board prior to constructing a new building.  Mr. Conway lives in Wilderness Shores on 1.78 acres.  He would like to build a garage to house his unique hobby: giant scaled radio controlled airplanes.  Bryan Lawrence questioned if his intent was to operate an ongoing business out of the garage.  Mr. Conway replied ‘no’ as he also works full time temporary.  Mr. Conway questioned if he needed a special use permit for this type of hobby.  Lawrence asked if it is a hobby or is it a business.  Mr. Conway replied that it would be a large facility but he does not seek out buyers, they find him.  Sherburne County sent him to Baldwin to determine if a conditional use permit was needed.  Jess Hall questioned if he is located in a platted area.  Mr. Conway replied ‘yes’.  Hall stated that he can build a 1200 square foot building.  Mr. Conway stated that the size of the building is not the issue.
A motion was made by Jess Hall and seconded by Lester Kriesel recommending that a conditional use permit is not needed for Ronald Conway.  The motion carried.
PLATS:

Baldwin Forest, Approve/Disapprove Releasing Cash Escrow – A motion was made by Paul Vollkommer and seconded by Lester Kriesel to release the cash escrow for Baldwin Forest.  Motion carried.
Hidden Hollow, Approve/Disapprove Releasing Letter of Credit, Ending Road                         Warranty and Releasing Cash Escrow – A motion was made by Jess Hall and seconded by Paul Vollkommer to release the Letter of Credit, ending the road warranty and releasing the cash escrow for Hidden Hollow.  Motion carried.
Highland Farms 2nd, Approve/Disapprove Releasing Letter of Credit, Ending       Road Warranty and Releasing Cash Escrow – Jon Bogart stated that West Branch Construction came in with $4,000 to be held by the township until June, 2007.  Thousand Acres Development would be released.  A motion was made by Paul Vollkommer and seconded by Lester Kriesel to release Thousand Acres Development of their Letter of Credit and cash escrow.  Motion carried.
Prairie Hill Lake, Approve/Disapprove Releasing Letter of Credit, Ending Road       Warranty and Releasing Cash Escrow – Jon Bogart stated that this plat is tricky.  The roads were constructed underneath the old engineering standards which required a single lift with a one year road warranty.  That was 4 years ago.  After construction they did have some problems with the road that was repaired.  Now the roads are experiencing some cracks along the edges.  The township has held this for 4 years.  The developer’s agreement calls for a one year road warranty.  If the developers had done everything they should have in the beginning it would be off of road warranty.  
A motion was made by Jess Hall and seconded by Lester Kriesel to deny the refund and keep the escrow and renew the Letter of Credit until the first of July 2007.  Motion carried.

Road Certification – Bryan Lawrence stated that the county recertified the miles that they had from the previous year as no updated information was received from the township.  
Approve/Disapprove Bills for Payment – A motion was made by Lester Kriesel and seconded by Jeff Dotseth to approve the bills for payment, check numbers 11498 – 11578 totaling $262,781.76.  Jess Hall had a questioned regarding additional pay for fire department officers.  He is not denying that it was ever passed but did the board ever approve paying additional fees for officers?  Brian Torborg responded that he had talked to the past 2 chiefs and he is spreading out administrative duties among the assistant chief and officers.   Hall questioned if the secretary gets paid.  Torborg responded that he does not know who determined wages for janitorial and secretarial services.  Hall questioned when Mark Bennett went on leave and stated that the reason he is asking is an invoice for officer training.  Why is the township paying for officer training for Bennett as he was more of less dismissed by the township?  Torborg stated that Bennett was assistant chief at the time and any officer can go to an officer class.  Torborg stated that the board told him to appoint and he appointed Bennett as assistant chief.  Hall stated that he is not voting to approve payroll checks that were illegally written in December.  Lawrence stated that Dotseth talked to the attorney regarding bi-weekly payroll.  Vollkommer stated that it is definitely illegal if it is signed before a meeting.  Lawrence stated that they are dealing with payroll checks.  Lawrence stated that if the township attorney says that 3 out of 5 members of the board are allowed for approving claims then the claims will be paid.  Upon voice vote the motion carried with Kriesel, Dotseth and Lawrence in favor of the motion and Hall and Vollkommer opposed to the motion.  

Lawrence stated that if a unanimous vote is not needed to approve the claims, then they will be approved.  If a unanimous vote is needed, they will not be approved.  Mary Beth Torborg stated that the board is talking about employees who have been paid bi-weekly and now the board wants to switch to once a month.  She questioned how it is fair to the employees and thinks it would be in good faith to give the employees a little time for a heads up and give them a chance to reorganize their finances.  Hall stated that the real issue is that the Town Board is responsible for every check.  Lawrence stated that another two months to let the employees know if there was going to be a change in policy would allow them to be prepared.  Lawrence suggested meeting In the middle of the month to accommodate payroll.  Hall stated that he does not want middle of the month meetings to accommodate employees.  Dotseth stated that he would be willing to meet in the middle of the month for 2 months and Kriesel stated that he is flexible.  Hall stated that it is letting the inmates run the asylum and questioned what would change after 2 months.  Dotseth stated that the board would have a chance to meet with the attorney and obtain a proper interpretation.  Vollkommer stated that the board has not even determined if it is illegal to pay in the middle of the month.  Dotseth stated that Eric Heidtke’s interpretation (Minnesota Association of Townships attorney) is that it is not illegal but he is waiting to have Kent Sulem (another Minnesota Association of Townships attorney) send a letter to Jess Hall.
