BALDWIN TOWNSHIP REGULAR MEETING
August 4, 2008
Present - Supervisors Jeff Holm, Lester Kriesel, Bryan Lawrence, Jim Oliver and Paul Vollkommer.

Call to Order – The August 4, 2008 regular meeting of Baldwin Township was called to order by Chairman Bryan Lawrence at 7:04 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance – All present recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

Additions/Corrections to Agenda – Jeff Holm requested under “Old Business” letter ‘c’ – Park Committee; addition of ‘c.1’ – Spraying and Tilling for Sites for Native Grasses That Will Be Planted; addition of ‘c.2’ – Moving Park Committee from Monthly Meetings to Quarterly Meetings; addition of ‘c.3’ – Creating a Position of Parks Director with a Stipend Pay of $50.00/Month for Attending Monday Night Board Meeting; addition of ‘c.4’ – Appoint or Post It as Required; addition of ‘c.5’ – Funds to Paint the Garage at Young Park Site; addition of ‘c.6’ – Offer the County has on the Widening of County Road 19 Accepting Offer and Spend Proceeds at Young Park Site; and addition of ‘c.7’ – Park Committee Representative or Director Give Green Light to Pursue Information on Receiving Bids for Removal of Pine Trees on County Road 19.

Paul Vollkommer requested the addition under “Old Business” letter ‘k’ - Boyer Truck.
Jim Oliver requested the addition under “Old Business’ letter ‘i’ Fire Department Doors and Locks, and under “Fire Department Report’ - Rescue Truck.

Approval of Regular Meeting Agenda With/Without Additions/Corrections – Kriesel/Vollkommer unanimous to approve the regular meeting agenda with additions.
July 2008 Final Treasurer’s Report – The Clerk/Treasurer reported receipts of $139,565.01 and disbursements of $32,745.91 check numbers 12866 – 12936, leaving a balance of $667,078.88.  The July 2008 final treasurer’s report was accepted subject to audit.
August 2008 Preliminary Treasurer’s Report – The Clerk/Treasurer reported receipts of $6,208.01 and disbursements of $108,291.76, check numbers 12937 – 13014, leaving a preliminary balance of $565,952.86.

Sheriff’s Report – The deputy presented reported 150 calls for the month of July.  
Approval of Consent Agenda – Lawrence/Kriesel to pull minutes of July 8, 2008 until Tuesday August 5, 2008 regular Town Board meeting.  Kriesel/Vollkommer unanimous to approve the special meeting minutes of June 24, 2008.  Kriesel/Vollkommer unanimous to approve the regular meeting minutes of July 7, 2008.  Kriesel/Oliver with Holm/Vollkommer abstaining to unanimous to approve special closed meeting minutes of July 29, 2008. 
Open Forum for Citizens – Elaine Philippi of 31647 – 127th Street presented a comment as follows:  “Please report on the practice burn the Board directed the Baldwin Fire Dept. to do with Princeton Fire Dept.”  Mark Bennett responded that representatives were sent when they had their burn and the chief is setting up a meting with their board of officers and our board of officers.  
Pete Erlendson of 9851 – 283rd Avenue North has an opposition to extending the drain pipe at Sandy Lake until the water is tested before draining into the lake.

Stephanie Ketterl of 30322 – 100th Street questioned Vollkommer and what he really thinks is going to be accomplished with the lawsuit.  Ketterl wondered if this was in the best interest of the township.  Vollkommer invited her to stop by his office to view his 300 pages of documents.
Quintin Reece of 27944 -128th Street initiated comments on open forum procedures and expenditures.  Jeff Holm addressed Reece saying he was behind the revised administrative policy.  After it was implemented, the board allowed Chief Roxbury to speak.  Holm further stated that it wasn’t pertinent when Reece wanted to speak about Jess Hall, and the planning and zoning committee.
OLD BUSINESS:
Fire Department Report – Representative Mark Bennett reported that on July 2nd there were two mutual aid calls, along with both structure and grass fire.  The total calls for July were 22.  Bennett also reported on the unauthorized entry into the fire department resulting in the thief of the rescue truck.  The rescue truck has been recovered with minor body damage.  The tires have been replaced, and the rescue truck is back in service.  The county has an ongoing investigation underway.
Approve/Disapprove Fire Department Rules & Regulation Changes – Presented by Mark Bennett were the Fire Department rules and regulation changes pertaining to alarms.  At the July 22nd fire department meeting 17 members voted yea; 5 members were absent and 1 member was on leave.  Lawrence/Kriesel to approve rules and regulation changes pertaining to alarms.  Roll call: Lawrence: aye; Kriesel: aye; Holm: aye; Oliver: aye; Vollkommer: nay.  Motion carried.

Park Committee Report – Dave Patten said that in the next couple of weeks the trails will be staked out and mowed, and they are looking at placement of the monument at the Young Park.  Patten will be working with Holm and other park committee members to determine an appropriate place for the memorial for the Young family.  A design is also being worked on.  
c.1 – Spraying and Tilling for Sites for Native Grasses That Will Be Planted – There are 5 – 6 acres at $20.00 per acre according to Kriesel.  It was suggested by Patten to also spray along County Road 38.  An applicators license will be provided.  Kriesel/Holm unanimous to approve spraying a maximum of 30 acres with the monies coming out of the park fund. 
c.2 - Moving Park Committee from Monthly Meetings to Quarterly Meetings - Holm/Vollkommer unanimous to approve quarterly park committee meetings until business picks up in the future.  The August meeting will continue as planned.
c.3 - Creating a Position of Parks Director with a Stipend Pay of $50.00/Month for Attending Monday Night Board Meeting – Holm/Kriesel to approve creating a position of park director with a stipend pay of $50.00 per month for attending town board meetings with a friendly amendment by Vollkommer to have park director pursue money from the county that has been set aside for parks.  Roll call: Kriesel: aye; Holm: aye; Oliver: aye; Vollkommer: aye; Lawrence: nay.  Motion carried.

c.4 - Appoint or Post It as Required – It was discussed to post duties, method to use for selecting a park director, etc.  The park committee will take up this topic.  Holm/Vollkommer unanimous to approve tabling until September.
c.5 - Funds to Paint the Garage at Young Park Site - Holm/Vollkommer unanimous to obtain materials to paint the garage the color brown to match the other buildings at the Young park site with Jeff Holm donating the labor.  Lawrence made a friendly amendment to paint the same color as the town hall.  The friendly amendment was not accepted.  
c.6 – Offer the County has on the Widening of County Road 19 Accepting Offer and Spend Proceeds at Young Park Site – Approximately $6,200 has been offered to the township by the county for widening County Road 19.  Holm/Kriesel unanimous to approve the dollar amount of $6,200 given by the county, and send a town board representative to sign for it.  Vollkommer/Holm unanimous to approve giving Kriesel the authority to sign for the money.  Holm/Kriesel unanimous to approve the surety that the funds received for the sale of the parcel along County Road 19 be dedicated and spent at the Young Park.
c.7- Park Committee Representative or Director Give Green Light to Pursue Information on Receiving Bids for Removal of Pine Trees on County Road 19 – Holm/Oliver to approve pursuing the removal of 90% of the pine trees along County Road 19.  Roll call: Kriesel: aye; Holm: aye; Oliver: aye; Vollkommer: aye; Lawrence: nay.  Motion carried.

Approve/Disapprove Logo Winner – Holm/Oliver unanimous to approve Kelly Englund’s submission.  She is ready to make any modifications.
Newsletter Status – Bonnie Zurek has declined.  There was discussion on the effectiveness of a newsletter compared to the internet.  Rittenour was receiving $65.00 as compensation.  There were suggestions of advertising for the job, putting a posting on the website, each supervisor taking a column and the possibility of having it as a high school project.  Oliver will talk to the school.
Review/Approve/Disapprove Quote for 2 New Doors (Town Hall & Shop) – Groebner Construction submitted a quote of $2,150.00 which includes:  

Cut two new outswing doors through steel building


Dead bolts with lever handles on both doors.


3’x3’ cement pad by both doors


No painting, staining or electrical figured in this estimate


No door closures or glass in the doors


Material and labor

Holm/Vollkommer unanimous to table and seek more quotes.
Surveillance Camera Update – Gary Dennison quoted $5,400 for a surveillance camera system.  Cameras deter almost 90% of thefts.  It was suggested he meet with Kriesel and figure out everything, and bring the information back to the board.  Lawrence/Vollkommer unanimous to get an estimate from the power company for an alarm.
Approve/Disapprove Purchase of Lawnmower – Vollkommer/Holm unanimous to approve revisiting approval or disapproval of the purchase of a lawnmower in March, 2009.
Clarification of Employee Vacation Hours – Moved to “New Business” letter ‘f’.
Violation of Open Meeting Law – Vollkommer read the notice of closed meeting:

Vollkommer stated that he feels there was an error in the way it was done as it says the meeting was called by a town board meeting.  Who made the decision to call a closed meeting?  He should be involved in the process of making a decision.  He claims that it was not posted property and it should have been a legal notice.  Lawrence told Vollkommer to take his questions to Vollkommer’s attorney.  Vollkommer stated that he will take it to Troy Gilchrist as it was a violation of the open meeting law.  Vollkommer asked under whose authority the meeting was called.  Lawrence responded ‘no comment’.  Vollkommer stated he wants it on public record that the meeting was unlawfully called.  Lawrence stated he wants it on public record that he cannot comment.
Boyer Truck – Paul Vollkommer stated, “I came in this morning just to fill out paperwork and I was informed and taken back and by Terry and Lester was back there and was shown a brand new plow truck.  A $52,000 plow truck that was sitting in the back that had been purchased.  And they wanted me to do graphics on it.  I have no problem doing graphics, but I do have a problem with, in our last meeting we voted to table and not take any action about buying a plow truck.  And I asked Terry under whose authority this had been done and he said Bryan gave him the authority to buy this truck.”
Bryan Lawrence: “Did you call me?”

Vollkommer:  “I called Boyer to find out if we bought a truck or was it just here to look at.  He said, I talked to Curt Schmidt, he’s the sales manager, and he said we definitely have bought the truck.  It was a special order and he faxed me this letter for July 3 and it says, and I can read it, ‘Letter of Intent, Dear Mr. Anderson: Baldwin Township intends to purchase a 2008 Sterling Bullet Conv45 Chassis, as per your quote dated April 28, 2008, from Boyer Ford Trucks at a price of Fifty-Two Thousand Nine Hundred Thirty-Nine Dollars and 00/100 ($52,939.00).’”

Lawrence:  “Whose signature?”

Vollkommer:  “It’s Lester Kriesel’s signature.”

Lawrence:  “Read the whole letter, please.”

Vollkommer:  “’ Sincerely, Lester W. Kriesel Supervisor, Baldwin Township’.  And I said we must have a purchase agreement and they sent me a purchase agreement, no signature.”
Lawrence:  “No signed purchase agreement, correct?”

Vollkommer:  “There is no signature on the purchase agreement (inaudible).”

Lawrence:  “We have a purchase agreement with no signature on it, correct?”

Vollkommer:  “We have a vehicle receipt and delivery verification.”

Lawrence:  “Who signed the vehicle receipt?”

Vollkommer:  “Baldwin Township was put in the customer spot.”
Lawrence:  “Who signed the receipt?”

Vollkommer:   “There is no signature.”

Lawrence:  “No signature on the receipt.”

Vollkommer: “And the purchase agreement was $52,000.  No receipt on this.”

Lawrence: “Same quote we had last month when we were looking at trucks?”

Vollkommer: “Uh, uh.”  (yes)

Lawrence:  (Inaudible)

Vollkommer: “According to Mr. Schmidt, the regional sales manager, we own that truck.  He says under no circumstances would they take that truck back.  It is custom ordered.  So this truck was purchased without board approval in the amount of $52,000.”

Lawrence:  “Was that a custom order quote?  My understanding was that when we looked at it last month that truck had been on the lot, had been sitting on the lot and was available to go.”
Terry Carlile: “No, that truck, Bryan….”

Lawrence: “We didn’t custom order a truck?”

Carlile: “No, we did not.”

Vollkommer: “He said we ordered the truck on the 9th.”

Lawrence: “Who ordered the truck on the 9th?”

Vollkommer: “He said, based on Lester’s letter, they ordered this truck in and we had purchased this truck.”

Carlile: “No we didn’t.  I talked to him too, Paul.  That truck was on purchase from Boyer Truck.  It was coming into their fleet.  Their new vehicle fleet.  The reason we brought that truck into the purchase idea was because it was one that was going to be there within a short period of time. The Ford we had talked about ordering would be 5-6 months.”

Lawrence: “You and I talked about a Ford, correct?”

Carlile: “Correct.  And, when we had talked about the possibility of selling the old truck we wanted to have a timeframe where it was feasible for us to sell that, if that was what we chose to do before the plow season started.  If I had to wait for a new Ford truck it would be January before we got it.”

Vollkommer: “So, this morning you told me that we acquired the truck and ….”

Carlile: “I said Boyer brought it here Friday.”

Vollkommer: “Boyer has said that we have bought the truck so …..”

Lawrence: “How do you buy something without a signed purchase agreement, Mr. Vollkommer?”

Vollkommer: “He said he did it based on, they do it with cities all the time, based on this letter.”

Carlile: “That’s a letter of intent.”

Vollkommer: “Which is a letter of intent …..”

Carlile: “A letter of intent is pending board approval.”

Vollkommer: “We own the truck.  He said, what your board does isn’t up to us.  We have sold the truck.  I asked him 3 times, did we buy the truck.  Yes, Mr. Vollkommer, you bought the truck.  You have bought it and you own it.”
Jim Oliver: “Who brought the check down?”

Vollkommer: “The vehicle registration is filled out you can see here.”

Carlile: “Not signed.  Nothing is signed, Paul.”

Vollkommer: “I realize nothing is signed.  You can’t spend $52,000 without board approval.  Why is the truck in the garage?  And who is insuring it right now?”
Lawrence: “We have had vehicles here to look at before.  We had a skidsteer about 2 months ago to look at ….”

Vollkommer: “He said it was not here to look at.  He said it was delivered.  Here is the vehicle invoice and here is the delivery paperwork before you.  Why would you have delivery paperwork if it’s just to look at?  Vehicle received delivery verification.  Baldwin Township.  Here’s a serial number of the truck.”
Lawrence: “Based on the last couple of meeting, why we gave maintenance department direction, yeah, we may think that is the direction (inaudible) capital investment committee.  During the last meeting we did not approve a truck, although the board felt likely that it would (inaudible) motions differently.  And there is no signatures and there is no motion to purchase a truck.  There is a letter of intent, which gives the company an idea that we are seriously looking at a vehicle.  That is my understanding of a letter of intent.”

Vollkommer: “That is not their understanding.  Their understanding of this letter is that we bought the truck.”

Lawrence: (Inaudible)

Vollkommer: (Inaudible)

Lawrence: “How did Mr. Vollkommer vote the last month?”

Clerk: (Inaudible)

Carlile: “There was one 2nd.  Jimmy seconded Lester’s motion.”

Vollkommer: “We had discussion.”

Lawrence: “Yeah, but that was out of order and then that was the other motion that failed.”

Carlile: “Right.”

Vollkommer: “We discussed the fact that our current plow truck had no problems with it whatsoever.”

Lawrence: “We did discuss that.”

Vollkommer: “And there was no (inaudible) with this truck.  What I’m saying, and I can prove this, we can’t approve it after we purchased it.  That’s a serious condition.”

Lawrence: “As far as I know, it hasn’t been purchased.”

Vollkommer: “They are giving us a different story.  I spent all day on the phone with the regional….”
Lawrence: (Inaudible)

Vollkommer: “Jeff Hausen….”

Lawrence: “Ask Terry….. Your story is that we purchased it.”

Carlile: “Basically what Daryl and Curt has told me if we do not purchase the truck at this point being we have it equipped the way we want it equipped, that we would be required to probably repaint the box  if they resell that truck to someone else.  And, if there was a lengthy period of time that it sat on the lot down there, we would be required to pay the interest they would lose by not selling the truck.”

Lawrence: “Okay…”

Vollkommer: “Sounds like the explanation of how we ended up with the truck (inaudible).”

Lawrence: “We didn’t have….as far as… (inaudible)”.
Cal Watson: “Who gave them authorization to paint the truck?”

Carlile: “That was all part of the original quote.”
Lawrence: “What are you asking, Mr. Vollkommer?”

Vollkommer: “For one, we require multiple quotes.  We need board approval to spend money.”

Lawrence: “Because it is on a state contract, we are not required to obtain multiple quotes.”

Vollkommer: “Still requires board approval.”

Lawrence: “It does.”

Vollkommer: “And it was not approved.  The truck is here and they are not planning on picking it up because we own it.  This is what I get from this regional sales manager down at Boyer.”

Lawrence: (Inaudible)

Vollkommer: “Because of this letter we sent they say we have to buy it.  What does intent …..”

Lawrence: “What is the date on that letter?”

Vollkommer: “It’s July 3, before our last meeting.”

Lester Kriesel: “I’ll comment on that. It was just to hold that truck over until after the meeting. (Inaudible)”.

Vollkommer: “It doesn’t say hold the truck.  It says we intend to purchase it.  That is what he read to me.  He read this to me verbatim and said we own the truck.  We can’t take it back.  I’m just reporting the facts.”

Oliver: “Paul, I agree.  If I was to do it, I would do it differently.  I would not have had the truck here until after the meeting.  I talked to Otsego, and who jumped the gun, whether it be Boyer or us, I don’t know.  But I talked to Otsego and they deal with Boyer (inaudible).  It’s common practice that they deliver a truck and they have it for the meeting.  They can use it, they can look at it to make sure it’s the right truck.  They present it to the board members or the city council to see if they want to see it and then they ….”

Vollkommer: “But that’s not the case here.  Terry wanted me to put graphics on it.”

Carlile: “No.  I didn’t want you to put graphics on it, Paul.  I asked you if that would be a conflict, if you remember correctly.  To have you put graphics on that truck..”

Vollkommer: “According to Boyer, we own the truck.  We bought it.  This is what they faxed me.  Then they faxed me the purchase agreement and the title information was filled out.  All the information is there.  It’s a serious issue.  We voted not to take action….”

Lawrence: “Any other comments, Mr. Vollkommer?”

Vollkommer: “Yeah, we’re having a special meeting trying to raise road and bridge and we have $50,000….”

Lawrence: “Hold on.  We’re not having a special meeting.  The …..”

Vollkommer: “3 board members…”
Lawrence: “And residents….”

Vollkommer: “(Inaudible) to raise the road and bridge.  We have $50,000 going out on a truck and we determined at our last meeting that our current truck was fine.”

Lawrence: “We did determine that.  We had not made a motion (inaudible).  Any other comments, Mr. Vollkommer, regarding the truck?”
Vollkommer: “Yeah, it’s a violation of Minnesota Statute 609.43, subd. 2, which is a gross misdemeanor.  We’ve had enough problems with money being spent that did not follow proper procedure.”
Lawrence: “There was not a motion to purchase this truck, Mr. Vollkommer.”

Doors and Locks for Fire Station – Kriesel/Oliver unanimous to approve quote from Elite Lock and Key  for doors and locks for fire station.  The quotes are in the amount of $1,175,00 for the front door and $503.25 for the back door.
NEW BUSINESS:  
Request to Designate South Side Access as a Swimming Beach Only – Darla Cruz, 9928 – 284th Street, Zimmerman of the Sandy Lake Association submitted the following on July 16, 2008:

Background:  Township board agreed to assist Sandy Lake -  Lake Association with securing South Side Public access for swimming only if  North Side Public access improvements were made for better boat launching.  North Side improvements are done.  (were done by Sandy Lake – Lake Association)

Request:   Sandy Lake – Lake Association would like the South Side Access to be designated as a “swimming beach only” from weekend after Memorial Holiday weekend until Labor Day.  Residents from back lots use this access as a swim beach, with boat launching also occurring at the same time it is dangerous and unsafe.  Sandy Lake – Lake Association will absorb all costs to secure this access with guidance from the township board.
Terry Carlile stated that the township worked with the association when the south side was designated as a swimming beach and the north side designated a boat landing.  There are no markings for swimming beach only.  A representative from the Sandy Lake – Lake Association stated that the agreement that the association had reached with the town board was that if the association improved the north side to the satisfaction of the board, then the south side would be designated as a swimming beach only.  Lawrence stated that the town board minutes would need to be checked to verify.  Dave Patten stated that he believes the association is correct but agreed that the minutes needed to be checked.  Jeff Holm questioned if this was something that would warrant a public hearing as there is no representation present from the offshore property owners.  Patten stated that the park committee could suggest an ordinance and then the board hold a public hearing.  Holm stated that the township go through the process and do it correctly.
Request to Clear Out Drainage Culvert – Darla Cruz (see address above) from the Sandy Lake – Lake Association submitted the following on July 16, 2008:

Drainage Culvert – South Side of Sandy Lake – at dead end.  (installed many years ago.  

Needs digging out at both ends.  After many years there is debris and branches covering flow of water and drainage.

This will provide better drainage.

Apparently there is quite a bit of construction debris around the drainage culvert.  Carlile will check it out.

Request to Continue Drain Pipe – Darla Cruz (see address above) of the Sandy Lake – Lake Associated submitted the following on July 16, 2008:

Background:  The Township/County installed drain pipe from 99th Street down 284th and stopped at 991/2 Street.  This was to provide drainage from the back swamps runoff.

Request:  Where 99 ½ Street and 284th Street meet it collects water during heavy rains and winter snow melting in the spring.  Originally the drain was to continue on further down 284th Street with drainage through the south side public access.

Note:  Price to any correction or further drainage repair – homeowners need to be notified due to driveways and private fenced areas.

Lester Kriesel stated that Jon Bogart and Essig Construction were the contractors.  There is a ‘t’ in the road and the road was dug down to the ‘t’.  Terry Carlile stated the culvert is over 100 feet long.  A resident from the area stated that there is no intent to drain the area and the concern is the roads.  They do not want to see the swamps drained.  The homeowners want to be notified when construction is going to start in the area.  Lester Kriesel and Jon Bogart will look at the area.  
Approve/Disapprove Applying for University of Minnesota Community Grow Options Program – Holm/Kriesel unanimous  to approve applying for the University of Minnesota Community Grow Options program.  During the fall and spring semesters a grad student can work with the township to give directives on planning efforts, comprehensive planning, land use planning and transportation.  There is no cost to the township, and it could lead into a summer intern for free.
Approve/Disapprove Appointment of Election Judges for September Primary – Vollkommer/Kriesel unanimous to approve appointment of the election judges for the September primary and any other trained judges from Baldwin Township before the election training ends by Sherburne County.  The election judge list for 2008 is:

Discuss Policy Regarding Employee Hours Worked – There was discussion about the hours worked.  The clerk is allowed 30 hours with the town board meetings being extra.  Carlile is allowed 35 hours with the video taping of the meetings extra.  Carlile’s concern was about limited hours, and if there is a requirement to pay time and ½ if over 40 hours.  There will be further research done on policy.
Clarification of Employee Vacation Hours – Kriesel/Vollkommer unanimous to table until the September meeting.
Approve/Disapprove Transfer of $66,867.00 from Capital Fund to Debt Service Fund, Certificate of Indebtedness Payment – Oliver/Kriesel unanimous to approve with Vollkommer absent from the meeting room.
Approve/Disapprove Temporary Increase in Clerk & Deputy Clerk Hours – Oliver/Kriesel to approve an extra 9 ½ hours per week for the clerk, and 10 extra hours per week for the deputy clerk with a friendly amendment from Holm to keep tract of the what is being done, and to be reviewed at the October meeting.
