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BALDWIN TOWNSHIP REGULAR MEETING

June 8, 2004

Present - Supervisors Jeff Dotseth, Jess Hall, Lester Kriesel, Bryan Lawrence and Eleanor Rittenour
Call to Order/Reconvene - The June 8, 2004 Regular Meeting of the Town of Baldwin was called to order by Jess Hall at 7:08 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance – All present recited the pledge of allegiance.

Additions/Corrections to Agenda – None.

OLD BUSINESS:

Update on Requirement of Concrete or Asphalt Driveway – Jon Bogart checked with Sherburne County Zoning.  The county indicated that it was a county issue and not a current requirement of the building codes.  Bryan Lawrence asked if it should then be a part of the Developers Agreement.  Jon suggested that the Town Board check with the Township Attorney.

Flood Level Issues – Tom Miller said that he has not had a problem with flood level issues until the Miller Ponds project started.  Mr. Miller said that he tried to talk to Ziegler, the developer of the project.  Jon Bogart, Dick Lundell, Tom Miller’s engineer, and the Ziegler engineer should sit down and discuss the problem.  There is 10 – 12 inches of water sitting east of the pond.  Lester Kriesel asked if a ditch had been installed.  Mr. Miller answered that only the tile had been installed last year.  Apparently, according to Mr. Miller, the cause of the excess water is from the new development’s blacktop from the roads and new homes and the natural flow of the land has been reversed.  Mr. Miller indicated that there had been no problem since 1979.  A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Bryan Lawrence to have Jon Bogart, Baldwin Township’s engineer, Dick Lundell, Tom Miller’s engineer, and Ziegler’s engineer to get together and have the issue resolved by the responsible parties.  Motion carried.  

Erosion Problem on Ross Perry Property – Ross Perry was present.  Mr. Perry questioned if the Township is responsible for storm water runoff.  Jon Bogart replied yes.  Mr. Perry’s concerns are:  the sod and topsoil was already talked about and agreed upon at the February 3, 2004 Town Board meeting.  He questioned what would happen if that does not work.  He would like to see the water diverted before it gets to his property.  Bryan Lawrence questioned the cost of diverting the water.  Jon Bogart stated that a 12’ x 60’ portion of pavement is causing the problem.  At Jon’s own home he solved his water problem by digging a 3’ x 5’ hole, lined with geotextile and rock which has worked even with large rains.  Jon suggested that on Mr. Perry’s property a system such as his could be installed on the east side along the pavement.  However, Jon stated that he did not know if it would work with large rain events.  
Mr. Perry suggested that another solution would be to raise the grade of his driveway, which he does not want to do.  Another option would be to remove the crown of the Township road and divert water across the road.  However, the Township would need to purchase additional land.  Eleanor Rittenour questioned if Jon Bogart’s idea would impact other neighbors.  Jon replied no.  Bryan Lawrence stated that if the water was diverted, what is running off between the two homes would be a personal issue.  Jon Bogart stated that Mr. Perry’s mailbox would be the ideal spot to install a hole for drainage purposes.  Eleanor Rittenour questioned if it would be a safety hazard.  Jon replied no.  Mr. Perry suggested that they take a piece of land between the two driveways (north of his garage) and change the grade and pitch and install a larger hole for drainage.  Bryan Lawrence questioned if this would affect drainfields.  Jon stated that it would be questionable.  A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Eleanor Rittenour to proceed forward with Ross Perry working with Jon Bogart and Jess Hall to resolve the issue in 30 days.  Motion carried.

At the 2002 public hearing, the quotes received were estimated at $41,600.  

A motion was made by Bryan Lawrence and seconded by Lester Kriesel to award the Lake Diann area rod project to West Branch for the grading, and to Universal for the asphalt for a total cost of $37,300.  Motion carried.

Authorize Scheduling Informational Meeting for Birch Acres Subordinate Service District - Lester Kriesel informed the Town Board that Pete Erlendson is circulating a petition for opposition to the Birch Acres Subordinate Service District.  Jeff Dotseth thought it wise to schedule an informational meeting.  Bryan Lawrence said that 1 ½ years ago the Baldwin Town Board agreed to go forward with the project.  The Town Board now needs to decide whether or not to proceed with the project.  A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Lester Kriesel to schedule an informational meeting for Tuesday, July 13, 2004, 8:00 p.m., with the intent that the Town Board will proceed with the project based upon the Township engineer’s updated information.  Motion carried.  

NEW BUSINESS:

Review Proposed Parking Lot Plan – A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Lester Kriesel to approve the parking lot plan per Jess Hall’s recommendations.  Motion carried.

Approve/Disapprove 2004-02, Oak Wilt 2005 Grant – Jeff Dotseth asked permission to apply for a 2005 Oak Wilt Grant.  A motion was made by Eleanor Rittenour and seconded by Lester Kriesel to approve Resolution 2004-02, Oak Wilt Grant for 2005.  Motion carried.

PLATS:

Preserve at Baldwin, Final Plat –A motion was made by Bryan Lawrence and seconded by Lester Kriesel to approve the final plat of the Preserve at Baldwin  with the following comments:  1) Meet engineer comments and standards.  Motion carried.

Preserve at Baldwin Phase 2, Section 13, Preliminary Plat – A motion was made by Lester Kriesel and seconded by Eleanor Rittenour to approve the Preserve at Baldwin Phase 2 preliminary plat with the following comments:  1) Meet all engineering comments and standards; and 2) Covenants to require one driveway per lot.  Motion carried.

Hidden Hollow, Section 14, Final Plat - A motion was made by Bryan Lawrence and seconded by Jeff Dotseth to approve Hidden Hollow final plat with the following comments:  1) Meet engineering standards and comments; and 2) Covenants to state one driveway.  Lester Kriesel and Jess Hall were contrary to the motion as they wanted to see an additional interior road to the east boundary.  Motion carried.

Hudak Estates, Section 24, Preliminary Plat – A motion was made by Lester Kriesel and seconded by Bryan Lawrence to approve Hudak Estates preliminary plat with the following comment:  1) Meet engineering comments and standards.  Motion carried.

Winkelman Homestead 2nd Addition, Section 17, Preliminary & Final Simple Plat – A motion was made by Lester Kriesel and seconded by Bryan Lawrence to approve Winkelman Homestead 2nd Addition preliminary and final simple plat with the following comments:  1) Culvert in driveway for Lot 3 at lowest point; and 2) Meet all engineering standards.  Motion carried.

Baldwins Pheasant Ridge, Section 8, Preliminary & Final Simple Plat – A motion was made by Bryan Lawrence and seconded by Lester Kriesel to approve Baldwins Pheasant Ridge preliminary and final simple plat with the following comments:  1) Meet all engineering standards.  Motion carried.

Vetsch 2nd Addition, Section 20, Preliminary & Final Simple Plat – A motion was made by Bryan Lawrence and seconded by Eleanor Rittenour to approve Vetsch 2nd Addition preliminary and final simple plat with the following comments:  1) Meet engineering standards.  Motion carried.

Sketch Plan, 41 Acres, Section 28 – The developers, Bob Essig and Chris Flor, were present along with their engineer, Ian Maloney.  The Town Board’s comments were:  1) One driveway per lot in covenants; 2) Question about best use of highway properties; and 3) Must have MnDOT access permit.

Sketch Plan, 110 Acres, Section 13 – The developers, Bob Essig and Chris Flor, were present.  The Town Board’s comments were:  1) Look at soil types to the east to see if another access point wouldn’t be advisable; 2) One driveway per lot; and 3) Tie all interior roads to adjoining roads.  

Adjournment – A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Bryan Lawrence to adjourn at 9:34 p.m.  Motion carried.
