BALDWIN TOWNSHIP REGULAR MEETING
December 18, 2012

Present – Supervisors Jay Swanson, Kimberly Good, Larry Handshoe, Tom Rush and Randy Atwood.

Call to Order – The December 18, 2012 regular meeting of Baldwin Township was called to order by Chairman Jay Swanson at 7:08 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance – All present recited the Pledge of Allegiance.
Additions/Corrections to Agenda

Approval of Regular Meeting Agenda With/Without Additions/Corrections – Rush/Handshoe unanimous to approve the regular meeting agenda as amended. 
December 2012 Preliminary Treasurer’s Report – The clerk reported receipts of $453,220.31 and disbursements of $25,958.70, check numbers 17023 through 17061 and 5 EFT payments leaving an unaudited balance of $497,432.45. 

Fire Department Report – Present was Chief Rademacher.

Approve/Disapprove Election Results from December 2, 2012 – Rush/Atwood unanimous to approve the election results from December 2, 2012 for chief, assistant chief, captain 3, captain 4 and captain 5.
Approve/Disapprove Purchasing Three (3) Sets of Turnout Gear – Rademacher explained that approval was asked for and granted in November for 4 sets of turnout gear.  Even though there are 5-6 original sets from 2001, the issue is size.  Rademacher said the department would end up with seven sets of gear at a cost of $1,700 per set for a total of $5,100.   Good/Atwood unanimous to approve purchasing three sets of turnout gear. 
Rademacher reported that the new ice rescue sled has arrived with training being done on Elk Lake.
Approval of Consent Agenda – Good/Handshoe unanimous to approve the Town Board Meeting minutes of December 3, 2012 (2 sets) and the December 10th Town Board Workshop meeting minutes with the following addition, “Supervisors Handshoe and Good will be meeting with maintenance to establish/review detailed budget”.
Open Forum for Citizens – Michael Seurer, 283rd Avenue, had concerns over snowmobile and culvert issues as well as damage to property.  Chuck Nagle, 131st Street, asked about the annual meeting financial report.

CONDTIONAL & INTERIM USE PERMITS:  None.
PLATS:  
Approve/Disapprove Accepting Belmont Ridge Roads and Placing on 2-Year Warranty – Handshoe/Rush unanimous to approve accepting the Belmont Ridge roads and placing Belmont Ridge on 2-year warranty.
Approve/Disapprove Land Use Agreement, Elk Point Property – Scott Schmidt was present on behalf of Jeff Benge.  Mr. Benge’s council and Mr. Schmidt’s council advised them not to sign the agreement.  Mr. Schmidt does not think they need to take out the full 300-350 yards.  It would be about 111 yards and he would ask the contractor to lighten the loads.  He is asking for suggestions from the town board with final approval from the board to go across.  Swanson stated that it is not a problem to allow access and the agreement is not a forever agreement.  It is a short term deal.  Mr. Schmidt stated that the agreement is making them personally responsible and that a portion is public access.  They have hired a licensed, bonded and insured contractor and the township has a certificate of insurance from that contractor.  Swanson replied that yes, it is a public access but it becomes different when hauling 35 loads.  The township is still willing to be accommodating but, if something is damaged, he wants the township to be covered.  Mr. Schmidt was willing to sign the agreement however the county said Jeff Benge had to sign also.  Jon Bogart stated that limiting the amount of loads would be a wise thing to do and would probably be okay.  Swanson stated that the township would like a letter along with a certificate of insurance from the contractor, Twin Pines.  Bogart suggested making Twin Pines responsible for restoring as part of the contract.  Good/Handshoe unanimous to disapprove the land use agreement.  The item will be added to the January 7, 2013 regular town board meeting agenda.
Approve/Disapprove 112th Street Joint Powers Agreement with Livonia Township Rush/Good unanimous to approve the 112th Joint Powers Agreement with Livonia Township pending review and agreement from Bogart.  Swanson made clear that the town board did not approve turn lanes for the 112th project.
Road Grading Agreement – After review and discussion of the Road Grading Service Agreement with Handshoe, Essig signed the agreement.

Discuss Maintenance Duties and Mode of Operation – Discussion ensued regarding maintenance duties and the manner in which the maintenance department is being run.
