BALDWIN TOWNSHIP REGULAR MEETING
November 19, 2013

Present — Supervisors Jay Swanson, Kimberly Good, Larry Handshoe, Tom Rush and
Randy Atwood.

Call to Order — The November 19, 2013 regular meeting of Baldwin Township was
called to order by Chairman Jay Swanson at 7:01 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance — All present recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

Approval of Regular Meeting Agenda With/Without Additions/Corrections -
Good/Atwood unanimous to approve the regular meeting agenda as amended.

Treasurer’s Report:
Qctober 2013 Final Treasurer’s Report — The clerk reported receipts of $36,670.37 up
from the $4,995.34 reported at the November 4, 2013 regular meeting.

November 2013 Preliminary Treasurer’'s Report — The clerk reported receipts of
$34,917.53, payment on check numbers 17912 through 17936 and 4 EFT payments
totaling $53,575.81. Check number 17859, payable to Bogart Pederson & Associates
was voided. The unaudited November 2013 preliminary balance is $390,776.92.

Road Report — Handshoe reported that maintenance is now in the process of doing
patching and tree trimming. All trucks are ready except for truck #4. Handshoe said if
there is no snow, maintenance employees can start cutting back on hours.

Discuss/Approve/Disapprove Elk Point Letter — Good stated that the board needs to
write a letter to the resident. The dollar figure claimed is close to the dollar figure of the
subordinate service district at that time. The resident claims cars have been hit 3 times.
Good stated that she does not think it was purchased right-of-way. Do we do a survey?
Jon Bogart stated that the allegation was that an “Indian looking guy had taken $900
and told the resident that land was hers”. Bogart did talk to his former employee and he
does not believe he would do that. He did tell Bogart that he did not. Bogart recalls a
meeting in the field which allowed widening of the road to accommodate persons




wishing to park there. If a payment was made to the township it would have been
outside of his scope. Swanson reported that nothing has been recorded and nothing to
back up that it really did happen. Bogart stated that he does not remember any board
member saying to sell to that resident. The resident made the claim that it was done in
cash. Bogart will check with an employee of Knife River to ensure they did not receive
any payment and report back to the board. Good/Rush unanimous to table until further
information has been obtained.

Schedule Workshop to Discuss Commercial Drainage Procedure — A workshop is
scheduled to discuss commercial drainage procedure for December 4, 2013 at 7:00
p.m.

Swanson reported that a post conference meeting regarding 112" Street took place at
Livonia Township today. Bogart that there were 2 suggestions that he felt had merit:
Knife River suggested that, with the erosion control blanket, there is a problem when
you touch up as you have to open up all that blanket and roll it all the way back.
Suggested looking at initial seeding and then come back with temp seeding and then do
hydro seeding one last time. Another suggestion was that since the small utilities
cannot get out to the job site as fast, suggested a timeline more like the county (2 year
timeline). Clear in the fall and the following year they do their construction. Fits the
budget cycle a little better.

Bogart reported that the 142" Street project has been completed. He worked with
Sentence to Serve (STS) in rebuilding the entire riprap.

Approval of Consent Agenda — Handshoe/Rush unanimous to approve the Town
Board Meeting Minutes of November 4, 2013 with clarification of the settiement fee from
the insurance for the roof.

Update on Boat — After being contacted by Atwood to get the boat in running condition,
Rademacher said they determined it would cost between $200 to $300 for batteries and
cables. After discussion it was decided to hold off the sale of the boat until the spring
since there is room in the fire department building to store it.

Discuss/Approve/Disapprove Contract with ESMC Corporation for the | Am
Responding System — Chief Rademacher reported that the cost is $800.00 for a one
year subscription and the price drops when you have a longer subscription. He was
originally thinking of a 5-year subscription as that would give 1-1/2 year free. Now he is




thinking a shorter term would be better. He is asking for the abiiity to approve up to
what the 5-year would be as that would give him time to contact the other entities using
this program. Rush/Good unanimous to table until the December 2, 2013 meeting.

OL.D BUSINESS:

County Planning & Zoning Report — Bryan Lawrence was not present to make a
report.

Baldwin Planning Commission Update — Atwood reported that Terry Carlile was
sworn in as a commissioner at the last meeting but stressed that they are still taking
applications. Two positions will be up for renewal in the spring. The commissioners
reviewed the proposed map and are working on goals and objectives. There was
discussion regarding the surveys.

Discuss Deer Trail 2" Addition 2"! Driveway — Good stated that this driveway goes
straight through. The homeowner did not get a permit. Swanson stated that the
township would have said no to this as it is hooking up to a whole different road. The
clerk was instructed to contact the township engineer to have him write a letter stating
that the 2™ driveway does not meet township criteria. Good then questioned how to
handle after the fact permits in the future. The issue will be placed on the December 4,
2013 workshop agenda.

Approvel/Disapprove Hiring Backup Snowplow Driver — Handshoe/Good unanimous
to approve Dave Siercks as a backup snowplow driver.

Roof Update/Leak Issues — Swanson said there is a leak by the heater. Good said
she talked with the contractor and it's not the roof but the heater that is leaking. The
salt shed has been completed; the park building has not.

Trail Update with County — Swanson said the county park committee minutes state
that Baldwin Township does the maintenance on it. It would take $173,000 to fix. It
was suggested to ask the Baldwin Park Committee on their recommendations.
