
BALDWIN TOWNSHIP REGULAR MEETING
October 16, 2012

Present – Supervisors Jay Swanson, Kimberly Good, Larry Handshoe, Tom Rush and Randy Atwood.

Call to Order – The October 16, 2012 regular meeting of Baldwin Township was called to order by Chairman Jay Swanson at 7:00 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance – All present recited the Pledge of Allegiance.
Additions/Corrections to Agenda – None.

Approval of Regular Meeting Agenda With/Without Additions/Corrections – Good/Handshoe unanimous to approve the regular meeting agenda without additions or corrections.
October 2012 Preliminary Treasurer’s Report – The clerk reported receipts of $25,674.40 and disbursements of $105,988.40, check numbers 16821 – 16896 and 4 EFT payments leaving un unaudited balance of $338,230.14.
Approval of Consent Agenda - After adding the word unanimous to the motion to allow Wind River to have possession of their (EMS) signs, Good/Handshoe unanimous to approve the Town Board Meeting Minutes of October 1, 2012 with correction.
Open Forum for Citizens – A resident said he discussed the Princeton agreement with the planning commission last Thursday night.  The township planner said it was beyond the scope of the planning commission and that they will not address it.
A resident from 100th Street was told that the township engineer is working some estimates for the town board for road repair on 100th Street.
CONDITIONAL & INTERIM USE PERMITS:  None.

Bill Bronder, SCSW, Approve Invoices and Sign Voucher – Mr. Bronder presented two vouchers needing signatures.  Good/Atwood unanimous to approve the invoices and signing of two vouchers.  The total cost of the Elk Lake rain garden project is $12,862.88 with the total cost share being 75%.

Fire Relief Association Report – A memo from Jim Oliver stated:
NESFR Relief Association Report dated October 16, 2012:

A. Balance of Special Fund as of 10-7-2012 is 344,000.00.

B. Retirement Benefit Level is currently $1,800 per year of service.
C. We will be receiving $22,000 in state fire aid this month.

D. The dance was a success.  This will be a yearly event.

E. Number of active relief members is 24.

Oliver asked the town board what other quarterly information was needed.  It was suggested to be a good idea to have a spreadsheet listing on how many firefighters are vested and at what percentage.   
Baldwin Planning Commission Update – Planner Chard will be at the town hall on October 24th to meet one-on-one with the commissioners.  There will be a joint meeting with the town board on January 10, 2013.  Chard obtained different maps of Baldwin Township at no cost to the township from Sherburne County.  A Planning Commission budget is being worked on. 
Princeton Planning Commission Update – Atwood reported that Princeton is working on a CUP for an auto dealer for an outbuilding.  An NSP grant is funding refurbishing old homes.  A committee is being formed to do research on a digital sign.
Joint Committee with City of Princeton Status/Review Draft Agreement – A draft of an agreement created by the City of Princeton was discussed and reviewed.  The council members of Princeton have not looked at the document; and this is the first that the Baldwin Town Board has been able to review it.  The Baldwin town board had several issues that would need clarification particularly with parts of the first three paragraphs, with Good motioning to have it sent to the township attorney for review.  Before sending it to the attorney Swanson stated that the town board should make changes that they believe are necessary.  Atwood said he would like to see the comparison between this document and the last known document prepared in light of the fact that this document looks completely different, and Baldwin’s concerns were noted in the previous document.  Good/Handshoe unanimous to send the document to a subcommittee in order to come up with a position statement to send to the township attorney.
Review City of Princeton’s Response Regarding Reimbursement for 120th Street – After discussing the response from the City of Princeton regarding reimbursement for 120t Street, Good/Atwood unanimous to approve creating a Haul Road Agreement for 120th Street.  Bogart and Chard should have some good examples.
TABLED ITEMS:   
Approve/Disapprove Ordering Error/Omission EMS Signs – Good/Handshoe motion to approve purchasing 128 signs with two (2) signs being paid for by a resident at the township’s cost.  After discussion, Good/Handshoe unanimous to approve modifying the original motion to purchase 135 signs.  An EMS sign application should be part of the township’s driveway standards.

The only proposal submitted is from KDV with a cost that almost doubled.  Good/Rush unanimous to research additional audit firms for proposals and prices.

Discuss Timing of Audited Annual Report Receipt – Richard Harris of 281st Avenue pointed out that a motion was passed at the last annual meeting.  Main point of the motion was that the citizens would have a completed audit report for review at annual meeting.

Schedule 112th Street Easement Public Meeting (Prefer 1 Hour Prior to Regular Meeting) – Rush/Good unanimous to approve scheduling a public hearing on December 3, 2012 at 6:00 p.m. for the 112th Street easement.
Approve/Disapprove Sending Thank You Letter to High School Funfest Volunteers – Handshoe/Good unanimous to approve with a friendly amendment to include the Girl Scouts of sending a thank you letter to the volunteers from the high school who volunteered at the FunFest.  
Approve/Disapprove Thank You Letter to Jim Skogquist for Donation of Rock – Handshoe/Good unanimous to approve sending a thank you letter to Jim Skogquist for the donation of a rock.  Also put a thank you in the Baldwin Township newsletter.

Approve/Disapprove Attending MAT 2012 Annual Meeting & Educational Conference, November 15-17, St. Cloud – Good/Handshoe unanimous to approve all the supervisors, if they have the time, to attend the MAT 2012 annual meeting and educational conference in St. Cloud on November 15th through the 17th.

Approve/Disapprove Writing Letter to Sherburne County Mobile Home Park Regarding Rules for EMS Signs – Swanson/Rush unanimous to approve having Supervisor Good send a letter with a 30-day deadline to the Sherburne County Mobile Home Park regarding the rules for EMS signs and include Ordinance 301.

Approve/Disapprove Partial Payment to Astech in the Amount of $45,441.78 for Chipsealing – Rush/Good unanimous to approve the partial payment to Astech in the amount of $45,441.78 for chipsealing.
Approve/Disapprove Payment to Northeast Sherburne Fire & Rescue Relief Association in the Amount of $600.00 for Clean Up Day – Rush/Handshoe unanimous to approve a payment to Northeast Sherburne Fire & Rescue Relief Association in the amount of $600.00 for Clean Up Day.
Approve/Disapprove Purchase of 3-4 Tandem Loads of Crushed Granite – Rush has a plan that has been approved by everyone for the boardwalks.  Discussed was the cost of granite per ton, to check out several sources, and that it necessarily doesn’t have to be delivered to save costs.  Good/Handshoe unanimous to approve up to $1079 to purchase crushed granite.
